WESTGATE SQUARE 

SNOW REMOVAL PROCESS
The winter season is approaching quickly and it’s important to become familiar again with the snow removal process at Westgate.  The following are reminders of the snow removal process:
SNOW FALL AMOUNTS:
2” or more and temperatures are cold and the forecast is calling for additional snow fall, the contractor will start plowing around the 2” to 3” and will continue to plow the community until all parking lots have been cleared as well as Westgate Drive and exit roads.  

PARKING STALLS:  The next day the contractor will come back between the hours of 7-9am to clean out all parking stalls as well as widening Westgate Drive and re-clearing the parking lots. The contractor will BLOW THEIR HORN when entering your parking lot. This means, prior to this time, please move your vehicle to Westgate Drive if you are not using it for work, etc.  The contractor will plow the parking stalls. Please be courteous and do your best in not throwing the snow back into the plowed parking lot but if possible on the landscaping strip in front of your vehicles.  If you do not clean your vehicle off the morning after the snow storm and move your vehicle from the parking stall, your parking stall will not be plowed, leaving it full of snow and ice.  It is your responsibility to clean off your vehicles and move them the next day after a snow storm and not the day after that, etc. and it must be done by 7am, as the contractor will not be returning after the second day.  PLEASE DO NOT MOVE YOUR VEHICLES AFTER THE CONTRACTOR INITIALLY CLEANS YOUR COURT AS THERE IS TOO MUCH ACTIVITY GOING ON AND WE DO NOT WANT ANYONE GETTING HURT.  PLEASE MOVE IT THE NEXT MORNING BY 7AM.  THIS WILL GIVE THE CONTRACTOR TIME TO CLEAN WESTGATE DRIVE AND ALLOW YOU AREAS TO PARK YOUR VEHICLE, IF NEEDED.
Please be sure to park only in your parking space and nowhere else in the parking lot – in front of garage door, landscaping island in the corners of the parking lots, my mailbox or opposite end of mailbox, entranceway to parking lots.  The towing company can be called to move vehicles that are illegally parked and all fees will be the owner’s responsibility to pay directly to the towing contract.
FIRE HYDRANTS:  Leave 10 feet from a fire hydrant.  Edison Police can ticket any vehicles that are in violation of this rule/ordinance.
CLEANING YOUR VEHICLE(S): Be sure you purchase the tools necessary to clean off your vehicle and remove the snow to the landscaping island (shovel, scrapers, broom, etc.)

Salting of the roadways will be done after a snowstorm depending on the temperatures, if needed.

SIDEWALKS:  Sidewalks are done after the snow stops and they also will apply calcium chloride to the sidewalks, front steps and by front doors only, where necessary.  Please do not put down any salt in these areas as it can damage the surfaces.  Use your garage doors to gain entrance or exiting from your home until the sidewalks are completely done.
PATIOS/LIVING ROOM DECK BY FRONT DOOR: The contractor will only shovel a path on your patio to your front deck steps and to your front door. As always, we do not clear the full patios or living room decks.

GATES:  If you have a gate, leave it fully open (DO NOT LOCK IT) so that the contractor can get onto your patio without having to shovel in front of the gate and behind to prevent damage if you keep your gate closed during a snow storm.

PORCH LIGHT AND PATIO LIGHTS:  Please keep them on during a snowstorm so it’s easier for the contractor to have more light.
CLUBHOUSE PARKING LOT:  This is where all the snow equipment and materials will be stored.  If possible, please do not park in this area when snow is in the forecast or during a snowstorm.  You can, however, park in the tennis court parking lot, if you need additional parking spaces.  The space in this lot is limited.
The contractor will have many plows going around the community at one time.  They will change their schedule during different snowstorms so that if your parking lot was one of the first ones cleared, it may not be on the second or third snow storm.  NOT EVERYONE CAN BE FIRST OR EVEN LAST.  
It is imperative that you take a couple of minutes to review these reminders and perhaps post it on your refrigerator as a REMINDER of what to do during a snow forecast or snow fall.

OTHER IMPORTANT REMINDERS:

WATER SPIGOTS:  All spigots should be turned off from inside your home (under your sink and in your basement).  All hoses are to be brought in for the season.

DRYER VENTS AND FIREPLACES:  All dryer vents and fireplaces should be cleaned yearly. Association will be cleaning the dryer vents in 2025.
TEMPERATURE IN HOMES:  If you go away, always remember to keep your heat on at least to 58 degrees or more at all times.

We are hoping for a mild winter, but just in case it isn’t, your cooperation is required and appreciated regarding the above.
