REMINDER: PARKING RULES – SEE BELOW

Parking will be permitted only on outer circle side of Westgate Drive.  This includes the left-hand side of Westgate Drive as one turns into the community from Linda Lane, just past the entrance guardhouse (along Dartmouth Court) where the parking spaces are painted.

Parking will not be permitted on the inner circle side of Westgate Drive.   This is the side with the clubhouse and pool.

No parking at all on the Exit Road (both sides).

No vehicle is allowed to park within one car length of any courtyard entrance on Westgate Drive.

Parking is not permitted anywhere inside the parking lots or in the entranceway to the parking lots – just your designated parking space – this is for safety reasons for emergency vehicles to be allowed to enter a parking lot and turn inside the parking lot with ease.  If you are loading or unloading, please put your hazard lights on and you must be near your vehicle, in case an emergency vehicle needs to enter the parking lot.  


Fire Hydrants – you must park 15 feet from a fire hydrant

No charging of electric vehicles is permitted outside the garage area, only in your garage and you must have received approval from Edison township and Association for charging inside your garage.

Parking will be permitted on the inner circle of Westgate Drive on the following holidays to provide flexibility for residents entertaining guests:

Passover, Easter, Memorial Day Weekend (Saturday, Sunday and Monday), July 4th, Labor Day Weekend (Saturday, Sunday and Monday),  Rosh Hanshanah, Thanksgiving Day, Yom Kippur, Diwali, Christmas Eve Day, Christmas Day, New Year’s Eve Day and News Year’s Day
Violators will be subject to towing and all fees involved with be the vehicle owner’s responsibility.  You are responsible for advising your guests of the aforementioned to avoid towing their vehicles. 
The towing fees are as follows:

· $185.00 for illegally parked vehicles

· $40.00 for exterior storage per calendar day

· $125 drop fee will be charged to the owner of the vehicle if the towing company hooks up the vehicle and you come out prior to them owing it.  You will need to pay $125.00 in cash “on the spot” to unhook the vehicle.

· Carl’s towing, 222 Court Place, Plainfield, NJ.
These parking rules are in effect for the safety and well-being of our residents.
